Hearing impairment or dealness can eithier be total or partial. People who beginn to go deal in adult lite
Lve dilferent problems from those who are born with a hearing impairment. They have Lo fearn differcni wirys
of behaving and different ways of communicating. perhaps at a time when learning is not al all easy.

Such people have 1o fearn how o use @ hearing aid although the device is nol a complete solution to their
prablem. The sound pereeived by the hearing impaired person through the hearing aid is distorted and appenrs
lo have more background noise than is heard by someone wilh normal hearing. in addition, the hearing
impaired have to look at the movement of the speaker’s lips n 0 cder Lo understand what the speaker 18 sayIng,
This is called lip-reading. Lip-reading is difficult: it demands intense concentration, and an uninterrupted direct
view of the speaker’s face. No other activities can lake place at the same time: the hp-reader has Lo stop eating.
stop washing up. stop mending, stop everything i arder 10 concentrate on “hearing’, This may make them
appear stupid to the ignorant. However, 115 not a question of stupidity, hut a way of ensurig that the lip-
reader does not misunderstand the message. Imagine what it is like Lrying 10 cOmnIunicale 1o sOmeone n i
very nolsy classroom. Frostrating, isn'L it? The heanng impaired have to face that all the ume.

A useful way of Tooking at the problem is Lo see the hearing impaired person s a forcigner and Lo (real
him of her as 1l vou were in a foreign country. This means that vou have to speak more clearly and rase your
voice slightly. You have o use gestures 1n order o mtake your meaning clear and also 1o be ready Lo use pencil
and paper o be absoluiely certain. 11 is also important 1o mrake sure that you do not obscure your mouth with
your hand orany nhject.

Arother point quite often foraotten is thal & hearing aid may be quile useful in a guict room. But try inoen
o busy sireel, inoa noisy market. bus or classroom and you have & really difficuli problem distingwishing
specch. Sodo not suggest 10 oF even encourage hearing nmpaired people Lo go to funclions which are going o
make disability appear worse and thus increase their sense of failure. This does not mean that the hearing
impaired should be ot off Trom social activities, Ou the contrary, you can carefully select for them
entertuinment places with good sound svstems, Also choose the best seating locations so that their hearing is
enbanced rather than hindered. Making sure that the people talking are clearly seen will also help.
