Many people take sodas and yel have never stopped to think whal is in them. Well, maybe they should.

The manufacturers of soft drinks use Jittle quandities of a chemical - ethylene glycol, populariy known as
ati-freeze in the drinks. This chemical prevents walter from freezing al the normal temperature of 07 C. This in
effect means that the diink can remain liguid even down Lo levels of 47 C or -5 C. They refer o this as
“really chiil.”

The chemical, ethylene glycol. is a slow poisen, 1 a person drinks Jour litres of soda, this could be their
fast drink.

Eurthermore, manufacturers use carbon dioxide in liquid form o preserve the drinks, Afler a soda
drinking conlesl al a University in ludia. the winner, who had downed eight botiles, fainted on the spot. The
reason was that there was oo m uch carbon dioxide in his blood. Needless 1o say, sodas were hanned in that
particular institution as a resull. No one would advise anvbody o drink carbon dioxide.

For most soft drinks the acid level measures around 3-4 on the acidity scale. This amount of acidity is
strong enough Lo dissolve bones and teeth. In one experiment, a famous hrand of cola dissolved a whole
broken looth after ten days! .

Sofl drinks contain no nutritional value, On the contrary, they have a high sugar content, carbonic and
phosphoric acid, a variety of chemicals, flavourings and colourings.

The practice of laking cold drinks after a meal is particularly not advisable. Our body needs at least a
temperature of 37°C for the digestive enzymes Lo function. The temperature of cold drinks is close to 0° C.
This will reduce the elfectiveness of the enzymes, thus making digestion difficult. Instead of the food getting
digested, it becomies fermented. The fermented Tood produces gases, decays and becomes toxic. 1t gels
absorbed by the intestines. circulates in lhe blood stream and is carried to the whole body. Hence loxic
substances collect in other parts ol the Body, causing a variety of diseases. :

People may not stop drinking sodas altogether bt they can reduce the amount they take or switch to
alternatives. Fresh juices and plain waler are healthful and people should be encoura ged to gei used Lo them
early in life. By the way. the artilicial juices (squashes) found in shops are no better than sodas.

Tt takes a cerlain amount of courage io say no but everybody will eventually he glad that they took the
healthier option.
