Why does this person give us so many things, vet we don’t know each other well? she asked herself. She
suggested to her husband that every time the person hrought them things, they should caleulate their value and
send somebody to pay Tor them the followmg day. I‘ha man liad a shop near the college. He would fake the
money reluctantly, After three months, he came Lo 1!1& principal’s house accompanied by his daughter. He
wanted the daughter admitied but she did not qllahf}; TI’IE principal explained why he could not ddmll ht:r if
he had accepted the “gifts™, .

Be careful. Many peup!e hawe got into trouble hecause they accepted gifts without cnnﬂldermg who the
giver was or what he or she wanted in return. If we are careful, we can save ourselves a lot of heartaches. 1T
vou are not sure why someone is giving you'a present, rey:ct il politely.
